Firstly, | was able to meet the Mozambique Minister of Sports and Youths Mar@aet
and COJA Asst Games Director Mr. Penalva, who confirmed to me that Mozambique
had not withdrawn from hosting the games and all preparation were underway, |
confirmed to him the willingness of CAC and ICF to support the Mozambique NF and
Paddlers and ensure the success of the Games.

It was found necessary that a further visit
to the venue would be necessary with COJA, NF and CAC and ICF officials to inspect
and recommend the necessary infrastructures for canoeing sport and consp&iDJA

in Chiguendella.
